Text about the life of T.G.M.

Tomds Garrigue Masaryk was born in Hodonin (March 7, 1850) as the firstborn son in a poor
family. In Vienna he trained to be a locksmith, eventually he received a doctorate in philosophy.

His wife (married in 1878) was Charlotte Garrigue (born in the USA) — that is where he got
his middle name from. They had five children together. In 1882 he began teaching in Prague at the
Czech University.

In 1900 he founded a realistic party that emphasized ethics, education, and systematic work.
During the World War |, he organized the Anti-Austria Resistance to help establish the independent
Czechoslovak Republic.

After it was established, Tomas Garrigue Masaryk became its first president at the age of 68
in 1918. He was a great authority of the whole state and was influential in building parliamentary
democracy. He resigned from the presidency due to health issues in 1935 and lived at the castle in
Lany. His successor was Edvard BenesS. He died in 1937. His name is the ultimate symbol of
democracy of the First Republic.
